Dear Friends at FPC, wherever you may be,

This week, again, has been busy, busy, busy. We are in the midst of The Road
Ahead, with our 9 conversation groups, inviting each of YOU (in-person or on
Zoom) to be part of the dialogue. The groups have grown this second week; at
least 70 people have joined in! If you haven’t gotten involved, you still can do
so (see the schedule and link below). With Week Two, we looked at what
things in the church’s life we will want and need to carry with us on the road
ahead. For Week Three, at worship this Sunday and in the Conversation Groups
next week, we will look at the Detours and Roadblocks on this Road: the
challenges. The journey is not always easy; you and I have learned that in our
lives, haven’t we? It is so good to know that our God journeys with us, leading
us through fire and cloud, through Word and Spirit. People participating in this
conversation tell me they really appreciate the chance to engage openly
